ABOUT OUR SERVICES…
Prenatal Classes
Taught by our volunteer nursing staff, this Thursday evening class covers such topics as:  fetal development, physical and emotional changes during pregnancy, labor and delivery, staying healthy while pregnant, and newborn care and safety.  The R.N.’s are available to answer any questions, which participants may have concerning pregnancy.

Parenting Classes

This unique class utilizes not only lesson plans, but mentors to instruct and model healthy parenting skills to young women.  Volunteers are available to encourage and pray for women attending theses classes.

Post-Abortion Group

The Center’s post-abortion ministry is a Healing Touch Support Group offering hope and healing to those who have chosen abortion in the past, but have resolutely decided not to choose abortion again.  One-on-one ministry is available.

A Few Other Things!

The above mentioned classes are just some of the services at The Center.  In addition, The Center offers:  free pregnancy tests, limited sonograms, Medicaid and WIC paperwork, a clothes closet, and Dad’s Baby Boot Camp for the guys.
